Scan to Network (SMB)
Scanning your documents to a network folder has never been easier!  The MFX-1430 & MFX-2030 allow users to browse their local network, �
locate a sub-folder, and scan the document directly into that folder, similar to the Windows Explorer operation on the PC. Best of all this �
solution does not require the use of any costly, not to mention burdensome, hardware connectors or software utilities. Want to scan it in �
color?  You got it!  Need your document at a higher resolution? No problem!  Scan off the platen glass or utilize the high-volume automatic �
document feeder. Deliver electronic files as PDF, TIFF or JPEG data. Frequently accessed folder locations can be registered into shortcut keys�
 which allows for one-touch scan initiation!

Scan to E-mail
Scanning hardcopy documents to an e-mail address is easy with the MFX-1430/2030! The intuitive QWERTY keypad allows users to enter a �
custom file name (the document being scanned), subject line and even a brief text message, preventing recipients from mistaking your �
e-mail for SPAM. Users can also create up to 10 e-mail templates, each consisting of a custom subject line and text message. This is the �
perfect time-saving solution for the inclusion of an e-mail signature, privacy policy or regulatory information. These devices also support �
NTML authentication and Kerberos encryption. NTML authentication requires users to login using their Windows Active Directory domain �
user name and password in order to access the scan functions. Once logged in, the users e-mail address (i.e. - muratecbob@muratec.com) �
will appear as the "Reply To:" in the sent e-mail. This feature not only insures document integrity, it also offers the recipient a convenient �
method of reply.

The MFX-1430 & MFX-2030 also support automatic e-mail archiving, meaning an administrator can activate the archiving function and�
 each e-mail transmission will be automatically logged into a designated network folder. This level of communication retention is highly �
sought after in industries regulated by the SEC.

Scan to FTP (File Transfer Protocol)
FTP is a common method of document sharing between remote parties. Companies often register FTP sites to share documents with �
customers, vendors and/or remote offices. The scan to FTP feature on the MFX-1430 and MFX-2030 allows users to quickly and securely �
post documents for sharing between multiple parties. FTP is also a common method of sharing files that are too large for most e-mail �
servers to handle. FTP shortcut locations can also be registered for one-touch scan initiation.
